The Electronic Federal Tax Payment System (EFTPS) is a free service from
the U.S. Department of the Treasury which replaced the Federal Tax Deposit
system (FTD) in 1996 per IRC 6311. Individual and corporate taxpayers can
use EFTPS to make federal tax payments, including income, employment,
estimated, and excise taxes. EFPPS is a separate system to process elec-
tronic payments from EFTPS, Remittance Strategy Paper Check Conversion
(RS-PCC), BFS and Social Security Administration (SSA) Levy Programs.

The EFPPS computing function is located at ECC-MEM. Four times daily, the
FA transmits payment information and deposit data to ECC-MEM for process-
ing through EFPPS. Each payment transaction is assigned a unique Electronic
Funds Transfer (EFT) number by the FA.

EFPPS performs “load and validate” checks for transmission, deposit, and
batch errors. Examples of these errors are:

a. Invalid financial agent number or transmission date.
b. Invalid or duplicate deposit ticket number.

c. Summary record count not equal to the number of detail records.
d. Invalid or duplicate batch number.

After the above edits, EFPPS system analysts will compare transaction totals
captured by EFPPS to totals reported by the financial agent and deposit totals.
If data does not pass the checks, IRS system analysts will contact the financial
agent for re submission of adjusted data. After all corrections and balancing
has occurred, a 20- digit unique trace ID is assigned to EFTPS payments.

Once initial accepted transaction data from individual/business taxpayers or
federal agencies is received, transactions are then examined using three addi-
tional controls before preparation for ECC-MTB processing.

a. The first control, On-Line Entity program, ensures the TIN and name
control match the Corporate Files (CFOL) at ECC-MTB.

b.  The second control determines whether transactions recorded as FUTA
payments are within acceptable range. Large FUTA payments are
flagged for additional research.

c. The third edit, the Auto Correct validation program, automatically corrects
records such as those with an invalid tax period and assigns payments
with no designated tax type to tax class 1.

Note: See IRM 3.17.277.15 (86) for a list of all tax classes.

EFPPS assigns data not passing the above controls to IRS EFPPS accounting
technicians who will use IDRS to research problems. Corrections are made
on-line using the EFPPS Correction Screen. Once corrected data goes through
the validation routines again. If unresolved, errors will continue to appear on
the EFPPS Correction Screen. Errors not corrected within 7 days are reported
on the CMS 27, EFTPS Age Report. Transactions that pass through all
controls are ready for Tape Edit Processor (TEP) processing and transmission
to ECC-MTB for Master File processing.

Financial Agent
Responsibilities

IRS EFPPS processing is located only in Enterprise Computing Center -
Memphis at the Memphis IRS Campus. Balancing and error resolution
functions are completed within the Accounting Operation in the Ogden, Austin,
and Kansas City Submission Processing Center, Accounting Branch.

Effective October 25, 2024, Pittsburgh National Corporation (PNC) and primary
subcontractor Fiserv Corporation are authorized to operate EFTPS as the
Treasury Financial Agent (TFA). From November 14, 2004 to October 24,
2024, the TFA was Bank of America/Merrill Lynch.

The Financial Agent:

a. Enrolls taxpayers in EFTPS.

b. Establishes a taxpayer database, which includes entity information and
tax types.

c. Operates the www.eftps.gov web site to accept payment and enroliment
information from taxpayers and government agencies.

d. Receives payment information from the taxpayers or their banks.

e. Initiates the transfer of the tax payment amount from taxpayer’s bank ac-
count upon a taxpayer’s request.

f.  Validates the entity information and selected elements of payment data.

Transmits the necessary payment information for each taxpayer to

EFTPS.

h.  Performs balancing activities to ensure detailed payment records match

the sum of money moved into the Federal Reserve Treasury’s Account.
Generates Deposit Ticket and Debit Voucher with related information with
each payment transaction.

Responds to taxpayer inquiries about the electronic payment process.

k. Receives and processes Electronic Data Interchange (EDI).

I. Develops and transmits reports to IRS and FS.

m. Accepts, processes, and transmits taxpayer data to the IRS for Automated
Clearing House (ACH) Debits, ACH Credits, and same day Federal Tax
Collection Service (FTCS) transactions.

n. Supplies Voice Response Unit, operator assistance, and Internet applica-
tion payment methods to taxpayers.

0. Registers service providers along with receives, process and acknowl-
edges enroliments using the bulk, batch and single debit applications.

p. Provides payment warehousing and categorization of data by amount sub-
category, verification, and validation of tax data.

g. Provides accessibility to entity and transaction data for authorized IRS

employees.

Initiates, receives and processes tax payments within the United States (all

50 states and the District of Columbia) and its possessions and territories,

Canada, Mexico, and the international community.

s. Make changes to, adds or deletes certain elements, data, or records as
required by the IRS to comply with legislative or regulatory changes timely
and as needed.

t. Maintains and updates an enroliment database upon receipt of weekly en-
tity information from the IRS.

u. Operates a system for all financial institutions.

Penalty abatement requests are often received from EFTPS in reference to an
error by EFTPS Customer Service agents. These requests should be consid-
ered as an administrative error since they are acting in the interest of the
Internal Revenue Service (IRS) and sent to AM Analyst(s). Generally, relief
from penalties falls into four separate categories: Reasonable cause, Statutory
and Regulatory exceptions, Administrative waivers or Correction of IRS error.

AM contact representatives may use the financial agent phone numbers for
additional research.

EFPPS employees are not authorized to provide banking or other taxpayer in-
formation to Compliance or other IRS employees for enforcement purposes.
However, Compliance and other IRS employees using CC EFTPS definer E,
can obtain the Depository Financial Institution (DFI) number. This indicates the
financial institution used to make taxpayer payments. Looking up the DFI
number in public banking industry references (e.g., American Financial
Directory) will yield the specific bank name, address, and phone number.

The Taxpayer Advocate Service (TAS) is an independent organization within
the IRS who strives to ensure that every taxpayer is treated fairly and knows
and understands their rights.

o Credit or Debit card payments— Individual and certain Business
balance due payments may be made by credit or debit card. ATM/Debit
card payment option is available through service providers. See IRM
3.17.277.2.4.16 , Credit or Debit Card Payments.

° IRS Direct Pay— Business and individual taxpayers can initiate ACH
debit payments from www.irs.gov for any payment on Master File Tax
(MFT) 30, 01, 02, 03, 10, 11, 12, 13, 16, 34, & 44.

° Online Account- This includes Individual Online Account (IOLA),
Business Tax Account (BTA) and Tax Pro.

o Federal Payment Levy Program Payments (FPLP) — Levy payments
are received from the Treasury Offset Program.

° Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms (ATF) Payments -
Payments erroneously received for ATF. These payments need to be
transferred to ATF via Intra-governmental Payments and Collection
System (IPAC).

° IRS Direct Pay - Individual taxpayers can initiate ACH debit payments
from www.irs.gov for any payment on Master File Tax (MFT) 30.

o Alaska Permanent Fund Dividend (AKPFD) - Levied dividend pay-
ments received from Alaska on behalf of individuals and businesses.
See IRM 3.17.277.2.4.14, Alaska Permanent Fund Dividend.

° Municipal Tax Levy Program (MTLP) - Levy payments received from
state municipalities on behalf of taxpayers. See IRM 3.17.277.2.4.15,
Municipal Tax Levy Program.

(3) If a taxpayer is making their payment through EFTPS.gov they have the option
to receive e-mail confirmation when making, canceling or modifying their
payment or changing their mailing address . Taxpayers will select e-mail
Address Management under My Profile tab of EFTPS.gov after they sign in
using their PIN and internet password to sign on into EFTPS. Their e-mail
address will be stored and used for communication on all future payments
made through EFTPS.gov until the taxpayer opts out of receiving any e-mail
communication. If the taxpayer provided an e-mail address for a payment that
was returned, the taxpayer will also receive an e-mail with the reason returned
and instructions on how to make needed correction(s).

Data files are then created and sent to EFTPS Production Application for
pick-up by the Treasury Financial Agent, via an electronic mailbox.

If the payment file is rejected by the financial agent, it is returned to the ECC-
MEM electronic mailbox with the specific reject code noted for the record in
error. All rejected records are researched and resolved, usually by editing or
deleting the rejected record(s). Service Now (SNOW) tickets are issued as ap-
propriate. Once resolved, the ECC-MEM System Administrator returns the file
back to the financial agent, through the electronic mailbox, for processing.

a. Taxpayers making Electronic Funds Withdrawal (EFW) payments using
IRS e-file are not required to be enrolled in EFTPS.

The financial agent will start an ACH debit transaction per the form payment
request received and send ECC-MEM an acknowledgement file.

The financial agent will include e-file debits, plus any returned payments
(Transaction indicator 1 or 4) in the regular EFTPS payment files sent to ECC-
MEM.

a. E-file payment records show payment method 0 in position 2 of the EFT
number.

Payment record submissions can be researched using IDRS Command Code
(CC) TRDBV for Legacy payments. The Employee User Portal (EUP) should
be used to research payment requests submitted through Modernized e-file
(MeF).

Taxpayer inquiries about Electronic Funds Withdrawal payment requests and/or
Letter 4870 should be directed to the IRS e-file Payment Inquiry Service and
Cancellation Service at 888-353-4537. It usually takes 7-10 business days
from when the IRS e-file return and payment were transmitted for EFTPS to
access payment information.

ACH credits, also known as EFTPS , through your financial institution are
initiated by taxpayers who contact their bank to send payments to EFTPS.

a. The credit transaction must be initiated at least one banking day before
due date. Specific credit deadlines are determined by each financial insti-
tution.

b. The taxpayer's bank assigns a reference number which remains part of
the record and becomes the reference number on EFTPS. Banks should
also provide this reference number to taxpayer for an audit trail.

ACH credits are identified by payment method 1 in the second position of the
EFT number.

Electronic Bill Payments (EBP) can be identified by Position 2, Payment
Method 1 and Position 3, Combined Payment Indicator 3 in the EFT number.

a. Services that currently use this application are shown in positions 8 and
9 of the EFT number as 01 for Fiserv. Prior to October 2007, 02 was
used to show payments from Household.

Enrolled taxpayers using ACH debit have until 11:45 p.m. on the day the
payment is due to receive credit for that day however the payment may settle
on a future date.

a. Taxpayers, or their representatives, may start an ACH debit using the
Internet, a voice response system, or by talking with a customer service
representative.

b. A confirmation number for each payment will be given at the end of the
call or Internet payment entry.

c. The financial agent will then start a debit against the taxpayers routing
transit number and bank account on the requested settlement date.

The confirmation number given to the taxpayer by some electronic payment
channels may only show as the last eight positions of the EFT number.

Bulk providers may start a single ACH debit for multiple tax payments. These
payments are identified by a combined payment indicator of 7, 8, or 9 shown
in position three of the EFT number.

These payments are shown by tax type
codes ending with L (SITLP) or K (Alaska) and a payment method of 5.

This program collects and processes Direct Debit Installment Agreement
payments for taxpayers entering into an Installment Agreement with IRS. Files
are provided by Collection to the Treasury Financial Agent (TFA),EFTPS.
Taxpayer accounts are debited for the amount indicated and payment posting
information is returned to the IRS.

a. These taxpayers do not have to be enrolled in EFTPS.
b. DDIA payments will be identified by the EFT number beginning with 221
and 02 in positions 8 and 9.

IRS Direct Pay is a free payment application that is used for Individual (IMF)
taxpayers to make payments directly to IRS from their checking or savings
accounts. Unlike EFTPS, it does not require an enrolment and is not set up for
third party providers. The taxpayer is, however, required to pass identity
proofing in order to proceed through the payment process. EFTPS is used on
the back end to process the ACH Debit payments.

From the 'Verify Identity’ page, taxpayers select the tax year for verification
(within the last 6 years). They must provide return information for the tax year
selected.

Guest users can enter their TIN and Confirmation Number ( EFT number) and
look up the status of single payments. They can reschedule or cancel the
payments, provided the settlement date is more than two days away. For
example, if a payment is scheduled for a Wednesday, they would be able to
reschedule or cancel the payment until midnight of the Monday before.

If a payment is returned or rejected a letter 5170 will generate. This letter
explains the reason for the payment return/rejection and provides resolution
and re submission information to avoid penalties and interest accrual.

Taxpayers can choose to receive an e-mail confirmation after making, cancel-
ling, modifying their payment, or changing their previous mailing address. If an
e-mail address is available the taxpayer will receive payment return/rejection
information and correction actions.

For unresolved payments awaiting error correction, follow normal procedures in
IRM 3.17.277.8. If unable to find the correct TIN, check the daily IRS69 report
within the IRS69 folder on the EPS share drive. The report information has
payments listed from the previous business day. Note: These are business
days not calendar days. Use IRS 69 Report and research command codes
listed in IRM 3.17.277.8.11 Command Code Research Procedures to
determine the correct TIN. Once correct information is found use correction
procedures in IRM 3.17.277.8 to correct the payment. If still unable to locate
payment, send payment to the Unidentified Team.

The EFPPS Accounting Unit will access the FTCS database, Single Point, or
send a service message requesting additional information if needed for
research.

IOLA is a payment application that is available to Individual Masterfile (IMF)
taxpayers through IRS.gov. It is a free service that allows taxpayers to securely
access their IMF account information. Taxpayers can view their payment
history for the last five years. They can also view pending and scheduled elec-
tronic payments made to their account via Direct Pay and EFTPS (online,
voice response system & live agent).

IOLA allows taxpayers to see their current balance due and any payment plan
information where they can choose how much they want to pay. They can view
their pending, scheduled, and processed payments even if a payment was
made through a different payment channel. They can also view payments that
were canceled in IOLA or have been returned by the bank.

Effective December 2021, taxpayers can make a payment, from their checking
or savings accounts, through IOLA. Taxpayers can make up to five payments
per transaction and four transactions per day. Each payment cannot exceed
$9,999,999.99. Individual taxpayers can view their balance due. They can also
schedule a payment up to 365 days in advance for most payment options.
They can modify a payment and cancel a payment up to two days before the
settlement date.

Business Tax Account (BTA) is an online payment system that allows
taxpayers to securely access their Business Master File (BMF) account infor-
mation through IRS.gov/business.

Taxpayers can make up 12 payments in one transac-
tion and 12 transactions per day. The maximum daily total of all payments is
$499,999,999.99.

Tax Pro Account is an online payment system that allows tax professionals to
make payments on behalf of their individual and business clients for which
they have a valid Power of Attorney (Form 2848) or TIA (Form 8821). They can
also view their client’'s payment activity for the authorized tax years.

Tax Pro Account is available Monday 6 a.m. ET to Saturday 9 p.m. ET Sunday
10 a.m. to midnight ET (occasionally down for maintenance).

Tax professionals can make a payment with the option to make five (5) same
day payments in a single transaction from a checking or savings account.
Payments can be made toward a balance due, a recently filed amended
return, an extension (through the original due date of the return), estimated
tax, and proposed tax assessments. Tax professionals can print the transaction
confirmation screen after they submit a payment online.

State Income Tax Levy Program (SITLP) - Since 2004, 13 states have regis-
tered and participate in the EFTPS Single-Debit option offered to SITLP
participants. Since 2007, an ACH Credit option has been offered to SITLP par-
ticipants. Twenty six states and the District of Columbia currently use that
option. All new states that decide to participate in SITLP are required to use
one of the two electronic payment options. Most current states have converted
to one of the two electronic options offered by EFTPS.

a. States participating in SITLP have the option to electronically transmit
payment files to the Treasury on behalf of qualified recipients of a state
refund that owe a Federal obligation. Submitting the payments electroni-
cally eliminates the paper check and listing processing necessary for
states that submit payment via paper check.

b.  The Single Debit option allows states to make multiple payments through
one electronic transmission and generate a single debit from the state’s
bank account.

c. The ACH Credit option allows states to submit ACH Credit transactions
on behalf of taxpayers that have had a state refund levied by IRS. The
state’s financial institution submits the ACH Credit files to the Federal
Reserve Bank (FRB). FRB sends the ACH Credit file information to
EFTPS for processing. EFTPS then sends IRS payment posting detail
information for each taxpayer whose state refund was levied, which is
posted to IDRS.

d. For more information, see IRM 3.17.277.11.6, Single Debit Program.
Also, refer to the EFTPS Single Debit Guide and the EFTPS State Levy
Agency Programs ACH Credit User Guide, both of which can be obtained
from the Electronic Payment Section of the Accounting and Tax Payment
Branch.

The service provider
will either add the zip code as provided by the taxpayer during the trans-
action or as provided by the IRS during the entity validation.

b. If the social security number (SSN) or employer identification number
(EIN) on a credit or debit card payment cannot be validated, the service
provider will not forward the payment record to the TFA or the IRS. If any
payment within the bulk file cannot be processed, the entire file may be
rejected back to the service provider by the TFA to be corrected and re-
submitted.

c. After the TFA receives the entity validation file from the IRS, the TFA
notifies the bulk provider about acceptance or rejection of taxpayer Entity
Validation requests (effective January 2019 the Entity Validation request
from the credit card processors will contain First and Last name, Date of
Birth (DOB) and Zip Code for individual taxpayers and Business Name
and Zip Code for business taxpayers). The acceptance file from IRS will
contain the name control for discrepancy code 0 & 4 (validated
taxpayers) and zip code provided by the credit card processors in the
enroliment file, Rejected Entity validation requests will include a reason
code.

There are two card processors that are authorized by the IRS to accept
payments directly from the taxpayer:

o Link2Gov (L2G)
° ACIWorldwide (ACI) previously Official Payments (OP)

Payment Inquiries

a. After processing the card authorization, the service provider sends a
pseudo enroliment file of SSNs/ITNs or EINs to the financial agent using
the same electronic data interchange (EDI) formats used by bulk
providers.

b.  The financial agent sends a modified enroliment validation file to be veri-
fied with the National Account Profile (NAP) at the IRS.

c. For each valid taxpayer identification number (primary social security
number/individual taxpayer identification number), the returned enroliment
validation file includes the name control and zip code of the individual or
business.

d.  When the enrollment file is returned, the service provider prepares a
debit file for all validated TINs, using bulk provider procedures.

If the enroliment is rejected, the service provider reconciles the credit or debit
card charges for rejected TINs and notifies the taxpayer of the rejection. No
payment records are sent to the financial agent or to IRS.

Reference numbers consist of a 7 digit confirmation number ending in a 1 for
payments made through the ACIWorldwide, a 3 for payments made through
Link2Gov, or a 4 for payments made through WorldPay US, Inc (Effective
January 01, 2025, WorldPay is no longer part of the credit card program). The
complete 7 - digit confirmation number is given to the taxpayer at the time the
payment is completed.

For assistance resolving credit or debit card payment problems, taxpayers may
contact the following credit card processor’s toll free numbers: ACIWorldwide
at 1-800-487-4567 or Link2Gov at 888-658-5465.

If other IRS employees need payment verification they must research the
payment using CC EFTPS. Fax the TXMOD page that contains the payment
needing research to the EFPPS clerks at (EFAX) 855-295-0850 or Ogden
EFPPS Clerical .

If an error/unresolved item cannot be resolved through the above paragraphs,
contact ACIWorldwide or Link2Gov. Only EFPPS employees can contact
them.

The service providers will contact the IRS if it is determined that the taxpayer
used either the wrong taxpayer identification number (SSN or EIN), tax form or
tax period when making their credit or debit card payment or, the taxpayer
wants to verify receipt or location of their payment.

The service providers submit a spreadsheet daily to the Electronic Federal
Payment Posting System (EFPPS) accounting technicians. Each inquiry on the
spreadsheet should contain the correct information for the following fields:

Taxpayer’s name

SSN or EIN (TIN) - From the original payment transaction.
Tax form - From the original payment transaction.

Tax period - From the original payment transaction.
Payment amount

Payment date

Generally, taxpayers should not receive a refund of the
credit or debit card payment. Contact the service provider for clarification of
the taxpayer’s request, when necessary (e.g., a credit card payment transfer
will overpay the tax module).

The IRS resolution, for each inquiry, should be notated on the spreadsheet and
sent back to the service provider. If we cannot fully comply with the taxpayer’s
request (due to offsets, etc.), then only notate that the service provider should
advise the taxpayer to contact the IRS at 800-829-1040 (individual) or 800-
829-4933 (business) or correspond with the Ogden campus at IRS, Attn:
Accounts Management, 1973 N. Rulon White Blvd., Ogden UT 84404.

Software developers and service providers accept and process credit or debit
card payments as part of electronic filing.

° A card authorization is initiated at the same time that the electronic
return or form is submitted to IRS for validation.
° Once the electronic return or form has been accepted, the card

processor submits a payment file to the TFA using the modified bulk
provider procedures.

° If the electronic return is rejected, a payment record is not sent until the
return is corrected and subsequently accepted.

The electronic filing Declaration Control Number (DCN) of the return is sent to
IRS in the reference number field. The DCN is a 14 - position number starting
with “00”.

IRS may call the e-help Desk at 866-255-0654 for assistance in resolving inte-
grated e-file and pay card payments. In addition, research may be available
using CC TRDBV.

EFTPS payments made through the EFTPS web site are processed by the
financial agent like any other ACH debits, and will be shown by payment
method 7.

Participants need a TIN, personal identification number (PIN) and Internet
password to access the secure areas of the site.

Effective January 2008, railroads are required to submit Federal Tax deposits
for Form CT-1, Employer’s Annual Railroad Retirement Tax Return, and Form
CT-2, Employee Representative’s Quarterly Railroad Tax Return, directly
through EFTPS or same- day wire.

Prior to January 2008, payments were identified by payment method 8 in the
second position (obsolete) of the EFT number.

The FEDTAX system provided an electronic payment method for Federal
Agencies of the United States to transmit FTD (Federal Tax Deposits) and to
file required employment tax forms. At the end of calendar year 2009, Federal
Agency users began using EFTPS for Federal Agencies at https://www.eftps.
gov/eftps which is operated by EFTPS. Federal Agency tax payments will be
processed through the Collections Information Repository (CIR) and is driven
by Agency Location Codes.

a. The EFTPS online statistics report will include the EFTPS for Federal
Agencies payments because this application is integrated into the EFTPS
infrastructure.

b. Each payment includes the ALC in the field normally used for the Routing
Transit Number.

c. Call 1-877-333-8292 for assistance in resolving problems with payments
made through EFTPS for Federal Agencies, Personal Identification Num-
ber (PIN) inquiries or obtaining current contact information for the origi-
nating agency.

Federal Agencies may make payments for Form 941, Employer’'s Quarterly
Federal Tax Return, Form 945, Annual Return of Withheld Federal Income Tax,

Payments for federal agencies made through EFTPS for Federal Agencies are
identified by the EFT number beginning with 291.

A bulk provider is a large dollar payroll processor or reporting agent registered
with an EFTPS financial agent to transmit 1,000 or more payments with a
single ACH or FTCS transaction. Each set of up to 1,000 payment records is
associated with a consolidated debit transaction. The bulk provider program is
designed for payroll processors who initiate frequent payments and desire
automated enroliment through an Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) compatible
system. Because EDI requires a significant investment in software and pro-
gramming, the Bulk Provider program is recommended only for companies that
make payments for 1,000 or more taxpayers. See IRM 3.17.277.11, for Bulk
Provider Procedures.

The Affordable Care Act (ACA) was enacted in March of 2010. It consists of
two pieces of legislation: the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act and
the Health Care & Education Reconciliation Act. Combined, they include over
500 provisions. Approximately 50 provisions have been assigned to the IRS for
implementation. Most of these provisions are in effect.

Section 9008 of the Affordable Care Act imposes a fee on covered entities
engaged in the business of manufacturing or importing branded prescription
drugs for sale to any specified government program or pursuant to coverage
under any such program for each calendar year beginning after 2010. The
BPD Fees collected under the section are credited to the Medicare Part B trust
fund. See IRM 25.21.1, Affordable Care Act, Branded Prescription Drug Fee.

For the whole drug industry, the fee was equal to $2.5 billion in 2011, will grow
gradually to $4.1 billion in 2018, and decrease to $2.8 billion in 2019 and sub-
sequent years. The fee will be apportioned among affected covered entities
based on each covered entity’s relative share of certain sales.

Each covered entity’s tax account will have a TC 971 with Action Code (AC)
339 to show they are subject to the fee.

The BPDF payments are mandated to be paid electronically. The payment due
date is September 30th. The tax type for the fee is 7200D and the tax period
month is “08”. The payment transaction code is 670 with a Designated
Payment Code of 27.

A TC 290/298 will post the cycle after September 30th.

Section 9010 of the Affordable Care Act imposes an annual fee on each
covered entity engaged in the business of providing health insurance. The
insurance provider fee was repealed for calendar years beginning after
December 31, 2020. See IRM 25.21.2, Affordable Care Act, Insurance Provider
Fee.

The aggregate fee amount for all covered entities (referred to as the applicable
amount) is $8 billion for calendar year 2014, $11.3 billion for calendar years

2015 and 2016, and $14.3 billion for calendar year 2018. For calendar years
beginning in 2019, the previous year’s fee is increased by the rate of premium
growth. There is a moratorium on the fee for 2017 and 2019.

The payment due date is September 30th of each calendar year. The tax type
for the fee is 89637 and the tax period month is “09”. The payments will post
with Transaction Code 670 and Designated Payment Code 60 to BMF
accounts under MFT 79.

Beginning in tax year 2014, IRC 5000A requires individuals to have minimum
essential health coverage, qualify for an exemption, or make an individual
shared responsibility payment when they file their federal income tax returns.
Beginning in tax year 2019, the individual shared responsibility payment is $0.

The individual shared responsibility payment (SRP) will have its own Master
File Type (MFT). The MFT is 35. The MFT 35 will be established with a TC
240 and a unique penalty reference number (PRN) 692 one cycle after the TC
150 posts to the 1040 (MFT 30). If a taxpayer makes an individual shared re-
sponsibility payment (SRP) with their federal tax return, the payment will post
to their Form 1040 tax module. The SRP will be transferred to the SRP tax
module under MFT 35 by master file.

If the taxpayer reports an SRP, but doesn’t pay it with their federal tax return,
they will receive a balance due notice (CP14H) from the MFT 35 module. It is
not mandatory that the taxpayer make the SRP electronically, but it is an
option.

The tax type for the SRP is 5000X. The 5th position can either be ‘0’ for an
amended return, ‘4’ for an advance payment of deficiency, or 7’ for a subse-
quent payment.

The Designated Payment Code is ‘36’.

For 2015 and after, employers employing at least a certain number of
employees (generally 50 full-time employees or a combination of full-time and
part-time employees that is equivalent to 50 full-time employees) will be
subject to the Employer Shared Responsibility provisions under IRC 4980H.

Under the Employer Shared Responsibility provisions, if these employers do
not offer affordable health coverage that provides minimum value to their full-
time employees (and their dependents), the employer may be subject to an
Employer Shared Responsibility payment if at least one of its full-time
employees receives a premium tax credit for purchasing individual coverage on
one of the Affordable Insurance Exchanges, also called a Health Insurance
Marketplace (Marketplace).

The Employer Shared Responsibility Payment (ESRP) will have its own MFT.
The MFT is 43. The tax type for the ESRP, is 4980X. The 5th position can
either be ‘4’ for an advance payment of deficiency or 7’ for a subsequent
payment. If an employer anticipates a balance due for the ESRP, EFTPS will
accept an advance payment.

FATCA was enacted in 2010 by Congress to target non-compliance by U.S.
taxpayers using foreign accounts. FATCA requires certain foreign financial in-
stitutions (FFIs) to report information about financial accounts held by U.S.
taxpayers, or by certain foreign entities in which U.S. taxpayers hold a sub-
stantial ownership interest.

EFTPS started processing FATCA payments in January 2015 with the following
payment information:

o Tax Type = 1042 (See Exhibit 3.17.277-1 for tax type codes)
o Tax Class = 1
o TIN Type = 2 (BMF)

Under the FATCA, withholding agents must withhold and deposit tax on certain
payments to certain foreign financial institutions (FFIs) that do not agree to
report certain information about their U.S. accounts or accounts of certain
foreign entities with substantial U.S. owners.

An FFl may agree to report certain information about its account holders by
registering to be FATCA compliant. An FFI that has registered and that has
been issued a Global Intermediary Identification Number (GIIN) will appear on
a published FFI List. The FFI List can be downloaded in its entirety or
searched for specific information (FI name, GIIN or country). Search results
can also be downloaded. Withholding agents may rely on an FFI’s claim of
FATCA status based on checking the payee’s GIIN against the published FFI
List. This FFl list search and download tool is available and will be updated
monthly. A FATCA-compliant FFI may also be required in certain cases to with-
hold and deposit tax on payments under the terms of its applicable FATCA
status.

When a withholding agent makes a Form 1042 payment through www.eftps.
gov they will have the option to input the GIIN. See IRM 3.21.112.7 for more
information about GlINs and their composition. Not every Form 1042 made in
EFTPS will have a GIIN. When a GIIN is provided in EFTPS, then the GIIN is
in the reference number field of the payment detail record. The reference num-
ber field is only 18 characters while the GIIN is defined as 19 characters (in-
cluding three one-digit separators that are periods). Those separators are not
stored in the reference number field, meaning each GIIN is represented by 16
characters in the reference number field. The GIIN will be used to match an
FFI with its EIN. When the payment posts to master file, Transaction Code 971
Action Code (AC) 707 will copy the GIIN from the EFPPS Reference Number
field into BMF.

IRC 965 was amended by the Tax Cuts and Jobs Act on December 22,
2017. IRC 965 requires certain taxpayers to make payments “IRC 965
payments” resulting from their direct or indirect ownership in specified
foreign corporations. IRC 965 applies to the last taxable year of a
specified foreign corporation beginning before January 1, 2018, and the
IRC 965 payment is generally due with the taxpayer’s return for the
taxable year in which or with which its specified foreign corporations’
taxable year ends. Certain taxpayers may take an installment payment
election under Section 965(h), which generally allows the IRC 965
payments to be made in eight annual installments unless an acceleration

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event occurs. Certain taxpayers may make a deferral election under
section 965(i), in which case the IRC 965 payments generally will not be
due until a triggering event occurs.

Taxpayers who report IRC 965 on their tax return will have a TC 971 with
action code (AC) 114 or 115 on the appropriate tax module. The TC 971
AC114/115 can be on one of the following MFT’s 30 (Form 1040), 02 (Form
1120), 05 (Form 1041), 06 (Form 1065), 34 (Form 990-T), or 44 (Form 990-
PF).

Eligible section 965(h) transferrers and transferees may enter into transfer
agreements with the IRS. When a Section 965(h) net tax liability is transferred,
both the transferrer (if still in existence) and the transferee become jointly and
separately liable for payment of the liability (like a trust fund recovery penalty).
The transferee will be assessed under a new MFT 82 (IMF) or MFT 83 (BMF)
account. These transferee assessments will start to be assessed under MFT
82 and MFT 83 in 2020. The transferee accounts will have a TC 971 AC 507
to reflect the cross referenced TIN.

TC 971 AC 165 is used to identify an IRC 965(i) election not a transfer.

Taxpayers may initiate an IRC 965 payment through any payment channel with
tax type 09650, 82000 (IMF transfer agreement) or 83000 (BMF transfer
agreement).

All payments that come in with tax type 09650, 82000 or 83000 will go to error
correction. EFPPS will automatically add Designated Payment Code (DPC) 64
to payments that come in with (or are changed to) tax type 09650, 82000 or
83000.

Correction procedures:

a. EFPPS Technicians must research IDRS for the correct tax return form to
which an IRC 965 payment must be applied. A IRC 965 payment maybe
applied to the following tax return forms: Form 990PF, Form 990T, Form
1040, Form 1041, Form 1120, Form 1120-L, Form 1120-PC, Form 1120-
REIT, or Form 1120-RIC. Follow the instructions in paragraph (5) of this
section if the payment is an IRC 965 transferee payment. If the tax type
is 82000 or 83000 and the payment is for an IRC 965 transfer
agreement, the tax type does not need to be changed.

b.  When the correct form is located, input the correct tax type with ‘0’ as the
fifth digit so the payment posts with a TC 670 and a secondary TC 570.

c. Al IRC 965 payments must be applied to the tax module that the IRC
965 inclusion was made. For example, the IRC 965(h) election to pay
installments over the course of 8 years was made in 201712, then all in-
stallment payments made towards the 965 liability should be applied to
the 2017 module. Most inclusion years will be 2017 and/or 2018 with very
small few could be in 2019. If the taxpayer is a fiscal year filer, post the
payment to the correct tax period month.

d.  The inclusion period was 201712-201911. If the Taxpayer made a 965(i)
election during that inclusion period and experiences a triggering event,
the 965 tax liability is assessed in the year of the triggering event. If the
taxpayer then makes a 965(h) election to pay in installments then all in-
stallments would post to the tax year in which the triggering event

occurred and the 965 tax was assessed. No new IRC 965 elections can
be made after 201911 other than the triggering event scenario described
above.

e. If the tax type does not come in as 09650 and the payment should be
applied as an IRC 965 payment, change the tax type to 09650. When
changing the tax type to 09650 the payment is put into Suspense and will
be in the CMS 28 report the next day. The payment needs to be
corrected the same day so that it does not appear in the CMS 28.
Ensure all fields are correct before committing the payment. Using IDRS
CC EFTPS input the trace number then go to the Control Menu and
select Manual Suspense to Error then enter the Batch Number,
Amount, Remarks and EFT Number. Select Commit. The EFT number
will be in your inventory to pull up, the TIN will be highlighted, update the
tax type to the applicable tax type.

f.  If you determine the payment is not an IRC 965 payment (e.g. there is no
TC 971 AC 114/115, account is in status 60), change the tax type to the
appropriate tax type code to avoid the posting of DPC 64.

g. Things that may assist in determining whether a payment is a 965
payment: The taxpayer is required to file a Form 965A (1040/1041) or

Form 965-B (1120 series, 990-T until the 965 liability is paid in full. The
payment amount should be reported on these forms. There is also an
information only line in the applicable return where the taxpayer can
report the IRC 965 payment was made. Inclusion year modules will have
a TC 971 AC 114 reflecting the IRC 965 Total Tax Liability in the MISC
Field (965(i) elections will have a TC 971 AC 114 for zero. If a 965(h)
election was made there will also be a TC 971 AC115. The Insurance
Provider Fee was repealed for calendar years beginning after December
31, 2020 766 CRN 263 on the inclusion year module.

The Bipartisan Budget Act of 2015, referred to as BBA, repealed the TEFRA
partnership procedures and the rules applicable to electing large partnerships
and created a new partnership audit regime. BBA changed the audit, assess-
ment, and collection procedures involving partnership returns. BBA allows the
partnership to pay the tax, penalties and interest instead of flowing the ratable
share of the adjustment to each partner for assessment and collection of any
tax due.

Generally, the BBA regime applies to partnership tax years beginning after
Dec. 31, 2017. However, a partnership meeting specific requirements can elect
into the BBA regime for earlier tax years beginning after Nov. 2, 2015 and
before Jan. 1, 2018. An election into the BBA regime can be made for any
eligible tax year whether the return is timely filed, late filed or non-filed.

BBA Payment Options:

a. Administrative Adjustment Request (AAR) - Payment of Imputed Under-
payment amount submitted with BBA AAR (BBA AARs can be filed
beginning Jan. 1, 2018) filed by a partnership not related to an examina-
tion, modification or an Exam push out. This option is titled “BBA AAR
Imputed Underpayment” and will have tax type 1065Q with DPC 70.

b.  AAR Push Out - Payment submitted by pass through partner in a push
out from a BBA AAR (Form 8985 will be filed by the pass-through partner
with “AAR” box checked). This option is titled “BBA AAR Push Out” and
will have tax type 1120R, 1065R or 1041R (corresponding with the type
of form used by the partner) with DPC 71.

EFPPS receives levy payments from the Fiscal Service (FS) Treasury Offset
Program (TOP).

IRS Compliance sends a weekly file of delinquent taxpayers to FS to be
matched against Federal disbursement files.

When a match is found, IRS issues a levy notice advising the taxpayer
that 15 percent of future disbursements will be seized to satisfy the delin-
quent tax account.

If the taxpayer has not made arrangements with IRS to settle the debt,
FS will begin levying the payments after 30 days (60 days for Social
Security).

FS creates a payment file in the TOP format, and sends the file to the
ECC-MTB.

The money is transferred to IRS using the Intra-governmental Payments
and Collections System (IPAC). The money is not reported on CIR.

The EFTPS deposit tickets are identified by a “C” in the first position of
the deposit ticket number. Debit vouchers have a “D” in the first position.
ECC-MTB reformats the TOP file, using a record from IPAC to verify the
money, and creates a file in the EFTPS format for processing in ECC-
MEM.

ECC-MEM processes the TOP file as its own financial agent (FA03 - “3”
in position 1 of the EFT number).

All of the reject conditions that are performed during EFPPS load and validate
are included in the ECC-MTB conversion program.

c. The FA Identification number (first position of the EFT number) is “4”.

d. SSA Levy payments can be identified by an EFT number beginning with

e. IRS employees with SSA Levy questions or individual taxpayer issues
should refer to SSA Paper Levy Contacts on SERP (Who/Where tab).

f.  IRS employees with systemic related IRS Collection SSA Levy ONLY
problems should contact James Maslanka, 630-390-0575. See IRM 5.19,
Liability Collection for more information regarding SSA Levies and the col-
lection process.

Occasionally, a SSA levy payment may need to be returned when the taxpayer
no longer has a IRS liability and the SSA payment has already been sent to
IRS. (Do not issue a manual refund on these payments).They need to be
transferred to SSA by Intra-Governmental Payment and Collection System
(IPAC), located in the Redesign Revenue and Accounting Control System
(RRACS). This will give the taxpayer credit from when the payment was origi-
nally made. When this occurs:

a. Fill out Form 2424, Account Adjustment Voucher. Indicate in the right
hand margin in red ink “1 - EFTPS PAYMENT”.

b. Debit the taxpayer's account

c. Credit the 5100 Account to be transferred to SSA by IPAC.

This program provides the process for converting paper checks into electronic
ACH (Automated Clearing House) Debits. All paper checks will be converted
into electronic transaction at the point when they are received. RS-PCC will
interface with EFPPS to post taxpayer payment information to Master File. Tax
payments that are received at the Philadelphia (PIRSC)(Insolvency), Memphis
(MIRSC)(Offer In Compromise), Brookhaven (BIRSC)(Offer In Compromise),
Andover(ANIRSC), Austin (AUIRSC)(OVDP) (ended September 30, 2018)
AUIRSC is currently processing Voluntary Disclosure Practice payments
through RS-PCC, and Atlanta (ATIRSC) Campuses and all Taxpayer Assis-
tance Centers (TAC) are scanned; taxpayer accounts are debited by FRB-
Cleveland; and the posting information is sent to the EFPPS for account
posting.

a. The financial agent designation for RS-PCC will be “5” (first position of
the EFT number).

b. RS-PCC payments can be identified by an EFT number beginning with
“520” for campuses and “521”, “5622”, “523”, and “524” for TACs, 525
through 529 to be determined.

c. The 8th and 9th position of the EFT Numbers identifies a specific
Campus or TAC. See Exhibit 3.17.277-3.

As of July 2011, all Field Assistance TACs are processing RS-PCC tax
payments.

Electronic Federal Payment Posting System (EFPPS)/Remittance Strategy

Credit Reversals are received by the financial agent and matched to the file of
original payments.

c. The matching payment was not already reversed with a credit reversal.

d.  If more than one matching payment is found, the record with the latest
settlement date is selected.

Credit reversals that do not meet the above criteria are disapproved.

a. Adisapproved reversal is sent to IRS as an unidentified return, transac-
tion indicator 9.
b. The financial agent then initiates a return offset, transaction indicator B.

Approved credit reversals are sent to IRS with:

a. The same TIN, name control, tax type, tax period, and money amount
that was present on the original payment.

b. The Original Payment Date on the reversal record is set to the payment

date of the original payment.

Some error codes, such as error code “1” for a duplicate resubmitted batch
number, require no corrective action.

The EFPPS function has the sole responsibility for the input of manual control
records to the Electronic Payment Control File.

Authority to adjust or input manual control records is controlled by the EFPPS
user profile, which is approved by the EFPPS Team Manager.

Each manual control record must be carefully documented.

a. Documentation on the control file must include sufficient information (e.g.,
EFT Number, DLN, SCCF) to locate the transaction on another system or
to locate the offsetting record on EFPPS.

b. Include necessary information in the “Remarks” field on the manual
record or on a supplemental Manual Remarks record.

All manual control records are listed at the top of the Control Record List (CMS
25).

From the EFPPS Home Page, select the Research/Request tab. Then select
Control Menu tab. The Control Menu displays the following options: Manual
Delete, Manual Undelete, Manual Suspense to Error, Manual Suspend, Manual
Unsuspend and Manual Remarks. See Figure 3.17.277-7

If you make a mistake and delete a record that should not have been deleted,
the Manual Undelete screen can be used to retrieve the record on the same
day only.

This screen will return the record to its previous status.

a. If the batch has been rejected because of a duplicate batch number, a
pseudo batch number with a leading minus sign “(-)” is assigned. The
original batch number is shown in the remarks position on the “1 - 0”
control record.

The rejected batch is suspended with a “0 - 4” control record to wait for the
corrected batch to be submitted.

The TEP blocks all payments by Master File type, tax class and settlement
date in blocks of 100 or fewer payments for processing by ECC-MEM.

a. Blocks are not linked to batches. The payment records assigned to a
block could have originated in several different batches.

The EFT number is
the unique number used for payment research and audit trails and is
included in the revenue receipts record.

The Trans Release Summary and Revenue Receipts Control Sheet (RRCS)
must be included with the tape release file.

c.  When the last TEP is run for a weekly cycle on Thursday morning, a
separate Weekly RRCS accumulates the revenues from all of the TEPs
that have been run during the week.

d.  When the weekly RRCS is received, add the daily tax classes and
balance the sum of the daily tax classes to the weekly tax classes.
Balance the sum of the Daily Total Debit and Daily Total Credit figures. If
an imbalance condition exists, notify the EFPPS Systems Administrator
immediately. See IRM 3.17.30.10.2.2, Weekly Revenue Receipts Control
Sheet (RRCS) and Tape Edit Processor (TEP) and IRM 3.17.30.10.2.3,
Weekly RRCS Balancing.

The EFPPS cycles are based on a Thursday through Wednesday week.
Ensure that any TEP file dated Thursday is not released until after ECC-MTB
cycle cutoff time for the previous cycle.

Both the Daily and Weekly Revenue Receipts Control Sheet (CMS 22) are
required for balancing by the ECC-MTB Processing Validation Section. The
reports are transmitted using the Transmit Daily and Transmit Weekly
buttons on the Transmit Daily Files screen and are sent by the SA.

The Daily Trans Release Summary (CMS 22) and Revenue Receipts Control
Sheet (CMS 23) are programmed to provide cumulative information based on
the TEP date. If two or more TEPs are run for the same date, be sure to notify
ECC-MTB. The final report for the date must be balanced to sum of the trans-
action records for all TEPs for the date.

The EFPPS provides a daily automated journal file for posting transactions to
RRACS. The Accounting Technician contacts the Submission Processing
RRACS Headquarters unit and the CFO RRACS OS:CFO:FM:A:S office to
receive further instructions for journals that did not post to RRACS.

If the EFPPS batch journal does not post to RRACS, the accounting technician
must prepare a manual journal.

IRS EFPPS creates four types of activity that require Redesign Revenue and
Accounting Control System (RRACS) input to the general ledger.

Deposit ticket journals

Debit voucher journals

Deposit reclassification journals
TEP journals

IRS EFPPS is designed to provide an automated journal file for daily posting to
the RRACS database at the Detroit Computing Center (ECC-DET). RRACS
journals may also be prepared manually from printed EFPPS reports. See IRM
3.17.63, Accounting and Data Control — Redesign Revenue Accounting
Control System, for additional instructions.

Journals are posted based on the month in which the activity occurred. For
month end processing, deposit tickets and debit vouchers with settlement
dates in the following month must be journalized separately.

RRACS will provide a daily EFPPS Activity Report #143 to assist in balancing
and reconciling the EFPPS accounts.

a. The report will include all automated and any manual journals that
appear in each EFPPS account, i.e., 4125 BMF, 4225 IMF, 4425 NMF
and 4765 MISC.

Each EFPPS Debit Voucher contains tax classification information provided by
the financial agent.

RRACS uses the Deposit Ticket/Debit Voucher Summary report (CMS 30) as
an index to make sure that all debit vouchers have been received and journal-
ized, and to validate the journal totals.

RRACS uses the printed debit voucher as the source for journaling. .

The automated journal is number 111. If a manual journal is required, prepare
journal 221 to debit the appropriate suspense accounts and credit the 2100 tax
class accounts.

For Federal Payment Levy and Social Security Administration Levy Program
debit vouchers, a manual journal from the IPAC record debits account 4765
and credits 2910. Then the EFPPS 114 journal debits 2910 and credits 4765,
and debits the appropriate EFPPS suspense accounts and credits the 2100 tax
classes. The journal record from EFPPS is identified by Record Code “6”.

The source document for the automated reclassification journal, number 112, is
EFTPS Reclassification Summary (CMS 24). . Any payment or debit transac-
tion that can be reclassified by the EFPPS system is included on the EFTPS
Reclassification Summary, including the following types of transactions:

a. Any payment or debit record that was mis-classified by the financial
agent.

b.  Any record that was changed to a different tax class or Master File by
error correction.

c. Any record that was changed to a different tax class or Master File as a
result of an auto correction during load and validate.

d. Batches that have been rejected during EFPPS Load and Validate. The
payments are reclassified to Master File “7”, until a corrected batch is
resubmitted. Because the reclassification program is unable to determine
the original Master File, the EFTPS Reclassification Summary will show
rejected batches as coming from BMF.

e. Special fund payments that were classified as tax class “9”, revenue
suspense by the financial agent, but were assigned tax type codes that
EFPPS is able to further classify. EFPPS assigns a pseudo tax class,
which is printed on the Reclassification List. These include:

Tax class “9” must equal Master File “7” (Miscellaneous Account 4765). If an
imbalance occurs, RRACS should notify EFPPS in Ogden, who will alert
EFPPS Programmer/HQ analyst as needed. EFPPS in Ogden will provide

The EFTPS Reclassification Summary (CMS 24) is divided into two parts:

a.

Part 1 is the Tax Class Reclassification, containing the net change in tax
classes, as identified by a comparison between the tax type codes and
the deposit ticket, and by changes in tax types made by error correction
or auto correction.

The EFTPS Reclassification List includes detail records with the following infor-
mation:

Deposit ticket or debit voucher reclassifications list the batch number,
EFT number, amount, from and to tax class and tax type code for all
items that are identified as tax class “9”, a special fund (alpha tax class),
and are identified as “load and validate”.

Auto corrections or error corrections that change the Master File or tax
class include the batch number, EFT number, from and to tax class, from
and to Master File, from and to tax type and a source of “load and
validate”, “resubmitted” or “error correction”.

Batch reclassifications, from a comparison to the batch header (that do
not also affect the deposit ticket), contain the batch number, EFT number,
from and to Master File and source “batch re-class”.

Batch rejects are listed with the DT/DV number, batch number, to tax
class “9”, to Master File “7” and “batch reject”.

Resubmitted batch rejects are listed with the DT/DV number, batch
number from tax class “9” and from Master File “7”.

Add the amounts for each tax class in the FROM column
and include the list totals of each one on the bottom right corner of the CMS

“Unidentified” records (transaction indicators “8” and “9”) should be automati-
cally closed as a result of offsetting records being received from the financial
agent. Use the Electronic Reject/Offset Mismatch Report (CMS 2) and the
EFPPS Suspense Report (CMS 28) to ensure that the offsetting records are
received timely.

Contact the financial agent for each unidentified (“8” or “9”) or offset (“A” or
“B”) record that remains in suspense for five workdays.

e. If you cannot close a case that has been assigned to you, you must
document it no later than eight days from the date you began working the
case.

Credit card or debit processors (service providers) submit payments as bulk
providers.

Positions 8 and 9 of the bulk provider payment EFT number will identify the
bulk provider who transmitted the payment if the Financial Agent ID number is
2 and the Payment Method is a 1, 2, 3 or 6. See Bulk Provider Number in the
glossary for a list of assigned codes and contact phone numbers.

Two other programs are designed for multiple payers.

a. The batch provider program is designed for payroll processors who make
tax deposits for more than two clients. See IRM 3.17.277.11.5 , Batch
Provider Program.

b.  The single debit program is designed for fiduciaries who make a large
volume of payments a few times a year. See IRM 3.17.277.11.6 , Single
Debit Program.

The Bulk Provider Payment Report, (CMS 5), captures detailed information on
volumes, errors, auto corrections and unenrolled payments for each bulk
provider, plus a summary page. .

The Financial Agent Bulk Provider Payment Report (IRS 21) provides count
and amount payment information for each bulk provider by payment method
and form number. See .

The Enroliment Summary Report (IRS 17) provides information on successful
and unsuccessful enrollments for each bulk provider plus a summary page for
each type of enrollment: bulk, batch, single debit, paper and Internet.

All of the bulk provider reports have been designed to enable the National
Account Managers (NAM) to assist and evaluate our service bureau stakehold-
ers. The system administrator will provide copies of these reports by e-mail to
the NAM , and separate copies to other designated headquarters employees.
NAM contact information is available on the EFPPS site

Each bulk provider is expected to submit electronic payment files to their
financial agent the day before the tax due date.

a. The financial agent receives the file, performs internal balancing and
sends an acknowledgment message to the bulk provider.

b.  The financial agent matches the taxpayer information submitted with the
bulk file to the file of approved enrollments.

c. Any payment for a taxpayer who is not enrolled will be removed from the
ACH debit transaction and will not be processed, reducing the amount of
the debit.

d. The financial agent initiates a single ACH debit to the account designated
by the bulk provider for the sum of the accepted payment records.

e. The financial agent then sends an acknowledgment file back to the bulk
provider with an EFT number for each accepted record and an error code
for rejected records.

A second payment method customized for bulk providers is the bulk same day
payment.

Bulk same day payments can only be made for a taxpayer who is authorized
to make a same day payment or for any bulk provider who reports a temporary
emergency that made the bulk debit unavailable.

Bulk same day payments can be identified by Routing Transit Number
091036177 for Bank of America.

The bulk provider sends a payment detail file to the financial agent on the
morning that the payment is due and receives a reference number to be
inserted by the bulk provider’s financial institution on the FTCS payment wire.

When the payment is made, the financial agent matches the reference number
and payment amount to the detail file that was received earlier.

Twice a month (preferably the 1st and the 20th and additionally if necessary),
the bulk providers should be notified of the unresolved payments that EFPPS
accounting technicians have not been able to apply. A Unresolved Payment
Report can be generated from the Reports Menu for this purpose. This report
should show the EFT number, TIN, Amount, Payment Date, and Employee
Number. Once generated, the Unresolved Report should be faxed to the appli-
cable Bulk Provider. Bulk Providers should respond back via fax and/or secure
e-mail with a spreadsheet or screen prints of the name, address, contact
name, and phone number.

On September 17, 2007, Provisional I-EIN was replaced with Mod IEIN which
is “real-time”. See IRM 21.7.13.3.4(1), Internet EIN Applications for additional
information.

A bulk provider who reports a “catastrophic emergency” may be permitted to
submit a same day payment wire without a payment detail file.

The bulk provider, IRS and the financial agent will follow these steps to
complete a catastrophic emergency payment:

a. The bulk provider calls the financial agent to report the emergency and
get a 5 digit disaster number “E” followed by four numerics.

b.  The bulk provider initiates a wire transfer to US Bank using the normal
bulk same day payment procedures which is credited to ALC 20092900.
The disaster number is included on the FTCS transfer.

c. The bulk provider faxes signed documentation of the emergency with the
settlement date and amount to FS, IRS headquarters and the Ogden Ac-
counting Branch.

d.  Once the file of supporting payment information is completed, the bulk
provider sends the detail file to the financial agent using same day bulk
provider procedures with the disaster number as a reference. The
payment detail file must match the amount of the emergency deposit, or
the file will be rejected back to the bulk provider. The financial agent will
then transmit the payment records to ECC-MEM with the original settle-
ment date.

e. IRS load and validate processing is the same as for a normal file, except
that the reject check for an old settlement date is bypassed.

The batch provider program is designed for smaller payroll processors to enroll
their clients and make multiple payments with a single transmission.

Unlike bulk provider payments, each batch provider payment is associated with
a separate ACH transaction. The batch provider submits an electronic file of
separate payment records which may debit a single account, or may debit
each taxpayers account.

Batch provider payments are identified by an EFT number beginning with
“274".

Batch providers can go to EFTPS.gov and download the software.

The EFTPS Single Debit program combines features of the bulk and batch
provider programs. It is available to fiduciary banks, payroll processors, tax
practitioners, and similar entities. It is also available to states participating in
the State Income Tax Levy Program (SITLP).

a. Single debit filers submit a large volume of enroliment or payment
records on a “flat” file, avoiding the expense of using an EDI system.

b. Up to 1000 payment records may be combined into a single ACH debit to
one account.

c. SITLP payments are identified by an EFT number beginning with “251”.
All other single debit payments are identified by an EFT number
beginning with “226”. See IRM 3.17.277.5.3, EFT Number.

d. For more information about SITLP, see IRM 3.17.277.2.4.13 , State Levy
Programs.

Supervisory responsibilities associated with EFPPS include the following:

Monitor system inventories

Reassign work, when necessary

Review new employees’ work

Research the current status of EFT transactions
Review all changes to both TIN and name control
Maintain Operator Profiles

Monitor Unauthorized Access

Retrieve records to be reworked

These supervisory functions are performed by the EFPPS operational supervi-
sor or by persons designated by that supervisor.

Taxpayers choose to pay electronically primarily for the convenience, speed,
and enhanced security. Generally, electronic payments take 1-3 days to
process.

(2) The IRS EFPPS application provides two primary tools for managers to
monitor system inventories:
° Managers can review a list of all unresolved records or by employee
Standard Employee Identifier (SEID).
° The View Transaction Status option provides an immediate inventory
count for the different process codes.
(3) When a payment record does not pass validation, it is important that every
attempt is made to resolve the payment error within six working days or less.

Financial agent reports are normally printed daily by Information Systems.

Financial Agent reports will no longer be available on the EFPPS application.
These reports can be found on the EPAY IRSReports’ Share Drive. You need
to request permission for each report through Electronic payment headquar-

ters.

Once you have access to the report on the share drive and have saved the
EFT IRS Reports folder to your desktop you will be able to go into each report
folder to access a report.

BULK PROVIDER - A large payroll processor or reporting agent registered with
an EFTPS financial agent to transmit 1,000 or more payments with a single
ACH or FTCS transaction.

CENTRALIZED AUTHORIZATION FILE (CAF) - An IRS file that contains infor-
mation regarding the type of authorization that taxpayers have given
representatives for various modules within their accounts.

COMPUTER INTERFACE PROTOCOL SPECIFICATIONS (CIPS) - A
document that describes the format of enrollment and tax deposit data sent
and received by the FTCS system.

COMPUTING CENTER CODE - Code to identify one of two IRS computing
centers that will process electronic payments: ECC-MEM - 01 and ECC-MTB -
03. This code is validated on the Transmission Header Record to ensure that
the file has been sent to the correct computing center.

CONFIRMATION NUMBER - The 8 - digit number given to taxpayers who
initiate an ACH debit by telephone or on-line. This number becomes the last
eight digits of the EFT number.

CONTESTED DISHONORED RETURN - An ACH Debit can be returned by the
recipient financial institution (FI) for a variety of reasons. The initial Fl can, in
turn, disapprove of this return (Dishonored Return) and send it back. The last
action allowed in this process is a refusal of the Dishonored Return by the
recipient which is a Contested Dishonored Return.

CORPORATE FILES ON LINE (CFOL) - The Master File data base that is
used to validate EFTPS entity data for enroliment records and EFTPS entity
data and filing requirements for payment records.

DEBIT VOUCHER - The SF 5515 is the record of payments that are returned
or reversed by the taxpayer’s financial institution. EFTPS debit vouchers are
received electronically from the financial agent, printed by EFPPS and sent to
RRACS for posting as journal 111.

DEPOSIT TICKET - The SF 215 or 215A is the official record of the amount of
a deposit that has been credited to Treasury. For EFPPS, the deposit ticket is
received electronically from the financial agent and printed by EFPPS. A
separate electronic deposit ticket record is generated by EFPPS for automated
posting to RRACS as a 110 journal.

DEPOSIT TICKET SETTLEMENT DATE - The date in which a deposit is
credited to IRS. The date must not be a Saturday, Sunday, or Federal Reserve
holiday. The format on the incoming file and printed reports is YYYYMMDD,
but the format on error correction windows is DD—-MON-YYYY.

DEPOSIT TICKET/DEBIT VOUCHER NUMBER - Six (6) digits assigned by
the financial agent to uniquely identify a deposit ticket or debit voucher.

a. A deposit ticket number always contains a number other than zero in the
first position.

b. A debit voucher contains a zero in the first position.

c. Federal Payment Levy Program deposit tickets are identified by a “C”,
followed by five numerics. Debit vouchers contain a “D”, followed by five
numerics.

d. SSA Levy Program deposit tickets are identified by an “E”, followed by
five numerics.

DEPOSITORY FINANCIAL INSTITUTION (DFI) - A member institution or ABA
number which is responsible for the origination of ACH transactions. This insti-

tution may deposit items directly with an ACH or may work through a process
center which is the actual sending point. The DFI number is a nine (9) digit
number which identifies the bank where the taxpayer’s account resides. For
most ACH credits, the first 8 positions of the DFI number will match the first 8
positions of the reference number.

DIRECT DEBIT INSTALLMENT AGREEMENT (DDIA) - program that collects
and processes Installment Agreement payments for delinquent taxpayers.
DDIA payments are identified by an EFT number beginning with 221 and 02 in
positions 8 and 9.

DISCREPANCY CODE - This field is used on the EFTPS enroliment record to
identify differences between the name and TIN submitted by the taxpayer and
the taxpayer’'s name and TIN on CFOL. Incoming from the financial agent, the
field will always be blank. EFPPS will insert one of the following codes to
indicate a discrepancy. Codes 0, 1, 2 and 4 are accepted enroliments. Codes
3, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 are disapproved. See IRM 3.17.277.4.2, Enrollment Discrep-
ancy Codes.

DESIGNATED PAYMENT CODE - Code used by Collection to identify a
specific fund, liability, or event associated with a payment.

(39) Federal Tax Collection Service (FTCS) - Same day payment application
operated by US Bank (ACH Credit Gateway).

FILING REQUIREMENTS - All tax returns that a particular taxpayer is required
to file. Each indicator that is not blank indicates that the taxpayer has this filing
requirement.

FINANCIAL AGENT (FA) - Effective October 25, 2024, Pittsburgh National
Corporation (PNC) and primary subcontractor Fiserv Corporation are autho-
rized to operate EFTPS as the Treasury Financial Agent (TFA). From
November 14, 2004 to October 24, 2024, the TFA was Bank of America/Merrill
Lynch.

FINANCIAL AGENT IDENTIFICATION NUMBER (FA ID) - A one or two digit
number used to identify each financial agent.

INPUT MESSAGING ACCOUNTABILITY DATA (IMAD NUMBER) - A time
stamp that is assigned to a Fedwire message when it is processed by the
Federal Reserve Bank Funds Transfer application.

INTERNAL REVENUE MANUAL (IRM) - A compilation of procedures and
practices developed to implement the Code and policies for the IRS.

JULIAN DATE - Julian Date is a three digit numeric identifying the day of the
year. Example: February 1 would be shown as 032.

MANDATED TAXPAYER (Required Taxpayer) - Taxpayers are required to
submit their tax deposits and estimated tax remittances using electronic funds
transfer, unless they are allowed to make their remittance with their return
under existing regulations. The mandate year is displayed as the Electronic
Deposit Year on BMFOLE (refer to Publication 15).

MASTER FILE TYPE CODE - Code on the batch header record and on the
control file used to designate the Master File assigned to the associated
payment records.

(67) QUALIFIED INTERMEDIARY (Ql) - A foreign institution (primarily banks or in-
vestment firms) approved by the IRS to withhold U.S. Federal taxes and
assume primary responsibility for their clients to pay those U.S. Federal taxes.

REPORTING AGENT FILE (RAF) - An IRS file that contains information
regarding the type of authorization that taxpayers have given to third parties to
send and receive tax information with IRS. This file is researched using
Command Code RFINQ.

RETURN - In EFTPS, a return is a transaction not accepted by the receiving
financial institution. For ACH debits, a return is a payment not accepted by the
taxpayer’s bank, due to insufficient fund, account closed, etc. For ACH credits,
a return is a transaction not accepted by the financial agent.

RETURN REASON CODES - See ACH Reason Codes.

REVERSAL - A transaction created to cancel a previous Electronic Funds
Transfer (EFT) transmitted to EFPPS. Used for the most part with duplicate
entries.

ROUTING TRANSIT NUMBER (RTN) - A nine (9) digit number (eight digits
and a check digit) that identifies a specific Financial Institution.

SAME-DAY DEPOSIT - A tax deposit sent to the FTCS system on the same
day it is settled.

SECONDARY NAME - The name that individual taxpayers list in the second
position of the Entity portion of the tax document or transaction. For IMF the
primary name specified should relate to the first SSN indicated; the secondary
name relates to the second SSN indicated. A secondary name may be the
spouse’s name, a maiden name, or a hyphenated maiden and spouse name.
The name must be the same as on record at the Social Security Administra-
tion.

SECONDARY TAX IDENTIFICATION NUMBER - The Social Security Number
(SSN) related to the secondary name.

SEQUENCE NUMBER - An internal work field used to store selected settle-
ment date groups.

SETTLEMENT DATE - The day on which settlement occurs, i.e., funds actually
change hands as a result of an ACH entry. In EFTPS, this is the day money
moves to Treasury’s Account. See Deposit Ticket Settlement Date for specifics
on value.

SINGLE DEBIT - The EFTPS Single Debit application is designed to enable
trust banks and other providers to initiate a single ACH debit funds transfer for
a file of up to 1,000 payment records. Single Debit payments are identified by
a “6” in the third position of the EFT number, with the exception of SITLP
payments, which are identified by a “1” .

SOCIAL SECURITY ADMINISTRATION LEVY PROGRAM (SSA LEVY) -
Social Security payments that are levied due to Federal obligations owed.
Identified by an EFT number beginning with 491.

STRUCTURED QUERY - A program developed by the EFPPS systems admin-
istrator to allow recurring ad hoc reports to be generated from the Reports
menu.

SUBMISSION PROCESSING CAMPUS - One of three (Austin, Kansas City,
Ogden) IRS installations that process tax returns and related documents
through the use of automated and manual data processing systems.

SWIFT - Society for Worldwide Interbank Financial Telecommunication. An or-
ganization guiding international financial telecommunications (payments and
payment instructions).

TAX CLASS - Denotes the type of tax by broad category, as accumulated on
the deposit ticket or debit voucher. The tax class is derived from the tax type
code for each EFPPS payment:

TAX PERIOD - The month and year in which the length of liability ends for a
particular return or payment transaction. For Form 2290, Heavy Highway
Vehicle Use Tax Return, the tax period is the beginning month of liability. For
Form 706, U.S. Estate Tax Return, the tax period is 000000. The tax period
cannot be later than the current year/month plus one year.

TAX TYPE - Denotes the type of tax by specific category (such as Employer
Quarterly Federal Income - 941, etc.)

TAX TYPE CODE - A five (5) digit code used to indicate the tax type of the
payment. This code is translated by the EFPPS TEP program into the MFT
and transaction code for processing to Master File. See Exhibit 3.17.277-1.

THRESHOLD AMOUNT - A payment maximum amount set either by the
taxpayer or the FA’s system. An amount over the set threshold will generate an
automatic validation or reject condition before the payment is processed.

TRANSACTION AMOUNT - The amount of a tax payment. The record
received from the financial agent contains a 13 digit numeric with the last two
digits for the cents. No decimal point is used to separate dollars and cents and
no commas are used to separate dollars. If less than 13 digits, it should carry
leading zeros for the field. Thirteen digits are required to accommodate FTCS;
ACH transactions will never have more than 10 significant digits.

TRANSACTION DATE - The date the EFT transaction is credited to the tax-
payer’s IRS account.

a. This date is the same as the settlement date, except for credit or debit
card payments, or if the financial agent or banking system has failed to
process the transaction timely.
